The Government of Kerala has decided to implement the Scholar Support
Programme (SSP) to 45 Aided Colleges, during 2013-14,

The Director of Collegiate Education will identify the colleges to which the scheme is
to be awarded as per the criteria specified in GO (Rt) 2404/2013/H Edn dated 7.12.13.

The Scholar Support Programme aims at imparting personalized additional support
to needy students through Tutorials, study materials, additional lectures, question
banks and interactive sessions, formation of Quality circles in colleges for the
programme, dissemination of classes through Personal and Web based mades etc.

The Directorate of Collegiate Education will implement the Programme. Funds will be
allotted to colleges for the implementation of the Programme for 50 selected
students of the College. The Programme for 2013-14 is to be completed by March
2014,

The students have to be made aware of the Programme and applications invited
from them and selection done by the college. The candidates selected under the
Programme must be from the first year of the Under Graduate Programme. Students
who are having less than 60% aggregate marks in the qualifying examination and who
need some additional support in identified subjects alone are to be included in the
Programme. If it is not possible to identify such students, students having the lowest
percentage of marks in the qualifying examination from among the applicants may
be selected.

A college should select a maximum of 6 subjects and a maximum of 50 students
under the Programme. One of the subjects to be identified must be English
(Common) for which 10 students may be selected. The other subjects may be
identified as per the needs of the college and students and based on ‘Results Analysis
work for the Scholar Support Programme- Programme wise weighted scores’
published at www.collegiateedu.kerala.gov.in. Eight students may be identified for
each of the other 5 subjects. If it is not possible to identify the subjects from among
those provided in the study report, the college may identify related subjects of
Core/Complementary/Language courses. All efforts should be made to identify 6
subjects even if there is only limited number of courses in the college. A student
should be included only for one subject other than English. The marks in the
qualifying examination should be the criterion for selection of students.



. Classes are to be engaged by the faculty of the College itself. The maximum number
of sessions (of one hour duration) that can be engaged under the Programme for all
the six subjects together would be 120 (@ 20 per subject).

The Programme should have a college level coordinator and should be monitored by
the College Council.

Selected institutions will be given an amount of Rs. 94500/- to implement the
Programme. The amount has to be utilized for various items including the
honorarium to faculty for engaging classes, honorarium to the coordinator of the
Programme, funds for providing study materials, stationery to students, travel
expenses to students from remote areas, office expenses, etc. Details will be
provided after the selection is complete.
